TECHNICAL SESSION: 1

Dr. SULTAN AHMED ISMAIL,Member, State Planning Commission,
Government of Tamilnadu delivered a lecture on“Sustainable Living, The way forward — for
Earth’s sake”. He interestingly explicated the importance of soil and how to protect it from
the pollution. He beautifully explained that soil has its own respiratory system, digestive
system, circulatory system and excretory system. He made the students to understand about the
solid and liquid waste management with his own models, preparation of organic manure and
vermicompost. In depth he illuminated the students with the important role of earthworm in
soil ecology and why it is called as Farmer’s Friend through his research works.

He deliberated that soil has its own knowledge to decompose the waste and
convert it into organic manure. The relationship between the flora, fauna and human beings
and also between the non-living things especially sunlight, water and air was clearly explained
through beautiful animations and video clippings. In the interactive session students
enthusiastically interacted with Ismail sir and cleared their doubts. He advised the students that
each student has to take initiative steps to protect and save the environment by their own

interest.

TECHNICAL SESSION: II

Dr. DURAIPANDY NATARAJAN, Post Doctorate Researcher, Affiliated
Stomatology Hospital of Guangzhou Medical University, China, delivered a lecture on
“Recent Trends in Sustainable Human Healthcare”. His topic covered the need of recent
technology like Nanotechnology in the sustainable development in human health care, which is
the need of hour. He explained that the sustainable healthcare is ensuring the quality of the
treatments and procedures without exhausting financial, social and environmental resources.
He shared his research experience about the role of Nanotechnology in wound healing process
with animal models.

He delivered that his research group is focused on wound healing and
regenerative medicine research for developing cutaneous and bone defect healing materials
with the help of Nano technological approaches. They also focused to use natural biopolymers
such as collagen and gelatin to fabricate the wound dressing materials in the form of collagen

film, sponge and nanofibers and characterized these materials by physicochemical, mechanical,



thermal and biocompatible nature. They tested these materials on well — established rodent
models such as excisional wound model, Calvarial bone defect models to understand their
efficacy. Students were well motivated through his lecture regarding the recent trend in wound
healing process and the innovative technology behind it. He also interacted with the students
about the possible higher studies after their UG programme and the various research areas.
PAPER/POSTER PRESENTATION:

Paper/Poster presentation session started at 3:30 pm. Nearly 50 participants
presented their research article in their research areas. Nearly 10 teams were participated in
poster presentation. Their presentations were evaluated by the chair persons Dr. M.
